Each year during the World Tournament, the National
Horseshoe Pitchers Foundation maintains a booth for the
purpose of raising money and providing information to
pitchers who are not familiar with the work and goals of
the NHPF. This year we had on display a large cut-away
display of the Hall of Fame building that was the product of
hundreds of volunteer hours in the making primarily by Joe
Faron and Bob Cutwright of the Quail Ridge H.C. and Bob
Rogers of Ginkgo Design, Inc. The cut-away was amazing
in detail and attracted a lot of observers. The plan is to have
this display on site at future World Tournaments and during
the year at the Wentzville Hall of Fame building. Many
thanks to these three men and any others who assisted in the
fabrication and transportation of this display.

Overall, fund-raising at the World this year was down a bit
from the results we realized last year in Cedar Rapids. With
assists from NHPA GRS who provided Hall Of Fame towels
and mugs at cost to the NHPF, we also had the Basics of
Horseshoe Pitching DVD and offered to give any one of the
three for a $10.00 or greater donation. Other attractions in
our booth included two beautiful hand made clocks with
Westminster chime movements donated by Joe Faron,
two oak framed reproductions of the Keene 1965 World
Tournament painting by famed artist Norman Gautreau
and two autographed bowling balls donated by Walter Ray
Williams Jr. These items were all auctioned off, five at the
banquet and one at the NHPF booth during the second week.
Together along with only a few engraved brick orders, the
NHPF raised $5,375 during the tournament.

There will be some additional funds coming to the Foundation
as a result of activity in Monroe. The Hall Of Fame banquet
is annually paid for by the NHPF. The NHPA coordinates
the banquet, sells the tickets and later turns the revenue over
to the Foundation. This year we also assisted the NHPA
by selling raffle tickets for the 2012 World Tournament
Experience from the NHPF booth. It is our understanding
that the Foundation will share some of the profits from this
NHPA designed raffle. I should be able to report the income
from these two events in the November/December Newsline
issue.

During our annual NHPF Directors meeting, director and
foundation secretary Dick Hansen advised us that he wished
to step down rather than accept another four-year term. Dick
has served on the NHPF board since its founding and we
greatly appreciate his past service and dedication. Casey
Sluys was voted onto the board to replace Dick and the
NHPA Council approved his selection.

During the two weeks in Monroe, only eight engraved bricks
were purchased. That is disappointing when compared to
the 25 that were ordered during the 2010 World Tournament.
Fortunately, the auction of items mentioned above and
the banquet 50/50 raffle helped greatly to bring in needed
revenue. Thanks to the table of Missouri members who

donated back their 50% of the banquet raffle, we realized a
total raffle income of $745. I also wish to acknowledge the
winners of the auction items that together brought in another
$1.,495. Those winning bids on the clocks were Stuart Sipma,
ND, and Zane Goggin, GA. The framed Keene W.T. pictures
went to Barbara Dale LaValley of NH and Meredith Judd,
IN. The two bowling balls went to New Mexico members
Roy Stallsmith and Charles Knotts. Debby Michaud won
the bid on a hand-made wooden horseshoe box.

With the funds collected at the World Tournament, second
quarter building rent, a grant return and a few donations
received in the mail, total income received in the two months
since the last Newsline report is $11,135. Keep in mind that
your contributions are tax-deductible if you itemize. Checks
and brick orders should be made out to the NHPF and
mailed to P.O.Box 1628, Penn Valley, CA 95946. Thanks
to those mentioned below who contributed or purchased a
brick since our last report.

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THE NHPA HALL OF FAME COMES TO YOU!

On his way to the 2010 World Tournament in Cedar
Rapids, Towa, Inge Byrkjeland of Norway, stopped in
St. Louis to do some site-seeing. Inge took an expensive
taxicab ride to the NHPA Hall of Fame. He was so
looking forward to seeing the Hall of Fame building, as
he had kept up with its progress during the planning and
building stages; now he would finally see it in person.

Inge got to thinking about the many horseshoe pitchers
who would never get to see this impressive “horseshoe
arena” and an idea came to his mind. At the world
tournament, Inge stopped by the NHPF booth and
expressed his concerns to Joe Faron and Dave Loucks.
He thought the idea of a display model, which could
be exhibited at all world tournaments to help others to
actually visualize their very own Hall of Fame facility,
would be of great interest to horseshoe pitchers. The
model would be kept on display at the facility during the
years.

In the fall of 2010, Faron met with two other QRHC
members, Bob Cutright and Bob Rogers to discuss the
possibility of making a display model. The trio agreed
it would be possible to design and build a replica which

could also turn into an enjoyable fun project. Bob Cutright
would soon be leaving for warmer climate throughout
the winter months, so all plans were put on hold until his
return after the Six Pac Event.

The trio worked off the original blue print drawings of the
Hall of Fame facility and scaled it down to '4” per foot.
This 23,000 square foot building would become the size
of 6" x 6” as a display model. Their initial goal was to
create a white model to visualize the building.

After drawing up a preliminary design, they met again
to discuss what materials would be needed. The display
would be made of a type of plastic called styrene,
commonly used for architectural models that could be
found at graphic arts supplies. The base was made from
compound PVC. A lot of work went into building the
base which the display was set upon, but you are unable
to view that work because of the attached building. The
unattached outer wings of the display depicts the three
acres of land that the St. Charles Parks Department leases
to the NHPF. Faron suggested that a dome, 427x 42 x
10” made of Plexiglas, would serve as a protector to be
put over the model display.

The trio began the physical work on the display model the
first part of May 2011. They would meet nearly everyday
putting in about six hours and stopping briefly for lunch
breaks. Once they completed the white display model, and
having more time on their hands, they decided to add more
visual effects to the model. The fun and creative activity
would actually begin at this point. Bob Rogers would
take pictures of every exhibit throughout the building,
scale it down to Y4 inch actual size and then glue it to its
proper place. One idea led to another: miniature picnic
tables, bleachers, exhibits, fencing, podiums, courts, etc.
would bring much enhancement to their project. After
several months of “fun” they realized time was running
out and they would soon have to meet a deadline if it was
going to be completed by the 2011 World Tournament in
Louisiana.

These three QRHC members are to be credited for this
creative piece of art that will be able to travel to all future
world tournaments so all horseshoe pitchers can visualize
the greatness of this Hall of Fame building. Joe Faron,
2011 NHPA Hall of Fame inductee, has been involved
with horseshoes for over 40 years, dedicating himself to
the sports of horseshoes. His impressive leadership and
enthusiasm for the sport has won him a spot in every
local, state, and national Hall of Fame shrine.

Bob Rogers, owner of Ginkgo Design, made himself a
name when he was selected to design the NHPA Hall of
Fame room. You can see for yourself what talent he has
in his field of artistic design.

My trip to the 2011 World Tournament in Monroe,
Louisiana was somewhat of a bittersweet experience.

I was surprised that a building that nice
did not have elevators for disabled persons to get up to
the spectator arca, but those of us who have trouble with
stairs were nicely accommodated by being able to sit in
chairs placed along the wall on the floor level. 1 could
pick out which bank of courts I wanted to watch and enjoy
the competition. I also got a real close-up look at the
new clectronic scorckeeping system. It is so easy to use
that some scorekeepers were heard to remark they almost
felt they weren’t earning their pay. Even though there
were no paper score sheets being used, players could get
a printout of each game sheet from the stat room if they so
desired. I was pleased to be able to witness first hand this
advance into the age of technology. I came into the sport
when master summary charts made out of poster board
were being used to keep stats at the World Tournament.
All scoresheets were checked by hand and then recorded
on the chart. It’s been interesting to watch the various
changes that have been made during the decades that have
followed.

My primary purpose in making the trip was related to my
duties as the Hall of Fame Committee Chairperson. [ was
able to have a small part in the induction ceremony for
our newest Hall of Fame members, Amy Francis and Joe
Faron. [told a short story about Amy when she was a young
girl and our family was camping where the Brown family
was camping. Our oldest son is her age and they must
have been about six or seven years old. Keith and Amy
were getting acquainted and asking each other questions
like, “Does your dad pitch horseshoes? Does your mom
pitch horseshoes?

AMY FRANCIS HALL OF FAME INTRODUCTION

It’s an honor for me to introduce
one of our newest members of the
NHPA Hall of Fame....my wife,
Amy Francis.

Amy was born into a horseshoe
pitching family; Dad (Fred), Mom
(Helen) and brothers Marv and
Dan. Together they would travel
to many world tournaments...
her first being the 1971 World in
Middlesex, New Jersey...when
she was only 3 years old.

Eventually, she competed in her very first tournament
at the age of ten; the 1977 Ringer Classic in Greenville,
OH. She continued to improve and won her first and
only junior girls state title in 1984. The following year
she made the jump into the Women’s division and in
1992 at Columbus, Ohio, she qualified, for the first time,
into the Championship class at the World Tournament
finishing 14" with four wins and 11 losses, averaging
72.3%. Later that same year, she captured her first of
eleven Ohio state championships. Her most notable
state tournament title was in 2003 when she broke a
state record by averaging a whopping 86.9%.

Although Amy is still chasing a world title, she has
racked up several impressive world tournament finishes;
in fact, some of her very best performances have come
at the world tournament.

Her breakout year was 1995, where in Perry, Georgia she
finished with a record of 12-3 averaging 81.8%...good
enough for a third place finish. She would follow that
up with a fourth place finish in 1996 averaging 81.3%.
Third place finishes would come again 1998 and 1999.
Three of the next four years Amy garnered second place
finishes....2000 (Bismarck, ND), 2001(Hibbing, MN)
~and 2003 (Eau Claire, WI). Sandwiched in between
was another fourth place finish at the 2002 tournament
in Red Deer, Alberta.

I'would like to personally thank all those delegates
and members that supported me in my campaign for
NHPA 3" Vice President. T would also like to thank
the other two candidates for being part of this race. I
am very excited to have been selected for this position.

In 2002, during the 15 qualifying games of the Women’s
A division, she finished with a perfect 15-0 record
averaging a record setting 86.5 ringer percentage.

2003 has proven to be her best overall world tournament
performance...runner up finish saw her finish with 21
wins and only two losses...the last one being the final
game of the tournament to the eventual world champion,
Sylvianne Moisan...only five ringers separated her
from a world title.

16 World championship class appearances... eleven
top-ten finishes....fourth twice.....third three times....
runner up to the world champion three times.

Eight times in championship play she has averaged
over 75% ringers...three of those over 81%.

Fourth on the all-time world tournament wins list....
trailing only Sylvianne (four-time WC), Sue (seven-
time WC) and the legendary Vicki Winston (ten-time
wWCQO).

I believe you will agree the Hall of Fame selection
committee has chosen to elect a very deserving
individual...congratulations Amy Francis. ..thank you.

Born on February 25, 1924 in San
Jose, California to Henry Heath
Titcomb and Geneva Marcellas
Titcomb, Don has lived to become
one of the most accomplished and
influential men to ever grace the
horseshoe courts.

Don started pitching horseshoes
as a young boy, and first learned
to play on dirt courts with a
combination of mule shoes and
horse shoes which he threw at
pieces of pipe driven into the
ground. It wasn’t until he was
mn high school that Don became
“good enough” to be allowed on the clay courts in San Jose.

He pitched in his first California State Championships at the
age of 16 in 1940, when he qualified in the top twelve in the
state against ten men pitching 65% or better. Don was throwing
against some of the game’s greatest players, including Fernando
Isais, an eight- time World Champion; Guy Zimmerman, many
times California State Champion and World Champ (also the
first pitcher to throw a perfect game in the World Tournament);
and several other 70% pitchers from California, all of whom
were state and world tournament veterans. It was one of the

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toughest state championships in the United States. He pitched in
his second state tournament in 1941 against many 70 and 80%
players. It took Don ten years of this type of competition and
practice to win his first state title in 1951,

Don drove 20 hours to Salt Lake City, Utah with Guy Zimmerman
for his first World Tournament in 1947. He averaged 70%, but
lost all seven games the first day finishing with a 17" place finish.
During the next years, Don’s World Tournament performances
progressed, gradually increasing percentage until 1957, when he
had a playoff for the title against the great Ted Allen. Don lost
that game 50-49 and finished second.

Don finally won his Open Men’s World Championship in
Muncie, Indiana in 1960. Over the years, he has won World
Championships in three different divisions. Open Men’s, Senior
Men’s and Intermediate Men’s. During his 37 World Tournament
appearances, he pitched in the Men’s Championship class 19
times, winning once, finishing second three times and third twice.

He had a 50-year pitching career in California with nine Open
Men’s State Campionships. He then moved and went on to earn
state titles in three other states, making him the only man to hold
State Championships in four states, California, Kentucky, Florida
and the Elders Championship in Idaho.

Don has beaten every World Champion he has pitched against,
except one, Dan Kuchinski. The sixteen champions he beat were
(and are) some of the best who ever lived — Frank Jackson, Ted
Allen, Fernando lIsais, Guy Zimmerman, Harold Reno, Paul
Focht, John Monasmith, Elmer Hohl, Curt Day, Carl Steinfeldt,
Walter Ray Williams, Jr., Mark Seibold, Dale Lipovsky, Jim
Knisley, Alan Francis and Kevin Cone.

Don’s pitching career
has spanned an amazing
71 years! During this
time, he has accrued
325 first place finishes,
127 seconds and 71
thirds. He has been,
without a doubt, one of
the most accomplished
and enduring horseshoe
pitchers in the history of
the game.

He talks about his
competitors with
glowing  terms  of
admiration, but will

not name one as “the best who ever lived.”” He does not believe
you can compare pitchers who have never had the opportunity
to pitch against each other. However, he believes Alan Francis

could be the greatest ambassador for the NHPA.

While Don has been on top of the game longer than most have
played, his pitching credentials and accomplishments can only
be matched by his passion and efforts to promote and advance
the sport of horseshoe pitching. You just can’t talk about
promoting horseshoes without talking about Don Titcomb —
likewise, you can’t talk about Don Titcomb without talking
about promoting horseshoes.

The initial concept of NHPA Regional Directors was bom
from Don’s motion at the 1955 national convention to elect
a committee of Regional Directors under the direction of the
NHPA officers for the “interest and furtherance of horseshoes.”
His original intent was that these directors would promote and
publicize the NHPA by gathering information on players and
events and sending articles to papers and magazines in their
arcas. He was then named the very first Regional Director for
California.

At the 1959 World Tournament, Don was appointed chairman
of'a promotion committee, the first in NHPA history, “to help
the NHPA and all its affiliates in promoting the sport and
finding a location for the World Tournament annually.”

Don developed the Pitch N* Win program to bring the sport to
as many people as he possibly could. His program is now used
by clubs and charters all across the nation; he has performed
countless demonstrations in the United States and Canada. He
has been known to stay home from a World Tournament in
order to bring a horseshoe pitching demonstration before the
public, because, “this is more important.”

He was the first horseshoe

make it fun. There are hundreds of stories in his repertoire,
most including the past and present greats of the sport. (Many
of his recollections are compiled into his book, The Legendary
Don Titcomb, His Life His Game His Way, written by Jerry D.
Smith.)

Sixty-four years after his first World Tournament, Don believes
it is time to retire from that part of his horseshoe pitching career.
As can be attested by his long-time, close friend, Ottic Reno
— he tends to get lost from time to time, and with his 87 years
becoming a factor, it is getting more and more difficult to make
the trip. World Tournaments have been such an important part
of Don’s life, he ranks having to give them up as equivalent to
losing a child.

One who has not had the opportunity to meet and become
friends with this great horseshoe pitcher, this great promoter,
this great MAN, has truly missed the opportunity of a lifetime.
Don is the ultimate ambassador to the NHPA and the sport of
horseshoe pitching, with an encouraging word and coaching
wisdom for anyone and everyone who seeks it. He has
contributed to the success of many, many great pitchers — many
World Champions - and still has the time and desire to help the
little boy in the park who has never held a horseshoe before in
his life.

That is who Don Titcomb is. It is who he always has been. It is
who he will be all the days of his life.

Don Titcomb is GOLDEN. I am blessed to know him and
proud to call him “friend.”

The original idea for the “World Tournament
Experience” was spawned by Natstats Director, Rob
Hagman, while brainstorming ways to fund upgrades
to the NHPA’s new electronic score keeping system.
His thought was to offer a prize package of minimal
investment and maximum return. The package that
was ultimately assembled did just that, thanks in part
to the contributions from the 2012 host city, Knoxville,
Tennessee.

NHPA 4™ Vice President, Jerry LaBrosse, agreed to chair
the committee for this special project and assembled a
team of five people to help. The raffle committee was
made up of Jerry, Rob, Dick Hansen, Debby Michaud
and Tina Hawkins. Everyone had a job to do. From
researching Louisiana state raffle laws, to designing
the tickets, acquiring prizes, assembling a sales force,
communicating the project to the charters, distributing
tickets, collecting money, tracking and filling email and
telephone orders, and many, many more “behind the
scenes” tasks.

Tickets were sold in advance across the country by
a crew of 22 people. In addition to the committee
members, sales were acquired by Donna Bastel, MO;
Rivers Prewette, NC; Ron Weiss, PA; Rick Wright, MN;
Dave Shreve, IL; Joe Martin, ND; Melvin Jeardoe, KS;
LeRoy Law, IA; Dianna Ratliff, MD; Charles Knotts,
NM; Donna Dodson, WV; Dale Estep, PA; Brian Poole,
ID; Dale LaValley, NH; Sharon Taylor, MO; Jeanctte

Prior to the campaign, the committee deemed that
$5,000 in ticket sales would be the benchmark of
“success” and would leave a profit of approximately
$4,000 to be shared between the NHPF and the
electronic scoring project. By that standard, this first-
time effort was much more successful than anticipated,
as the total ticket sales were close to the $7.000 mark!
After expenses (printing, prizes, etc...) nearly $3,000
will go to the NHPF and the same amount will be

INDUCTED INTO THE NHPA HALL OF FAME ; jcanee Claas

It’s kind of hard to sum
up mto words all that this
man has accomplished in
the sport of horseshoes
over four decades, but
I will try to highlight
the brighter spots of his
career. 1 won’t mention
like the time we were
going to give away a
turkey at the Turkey Trot
Tournament and instead
he brought in a live
turkey, or the night he
emceed our gala Awards
Night decked out in a
gold lame jacket singing
the song, “Hollywood, Hollywood, her sister wouldn’t do it
but Holly would!” Nor will I mention the lucky recipients of
his famous ‘Dickie Do Award’, and the many fun filled bus
trips he planned to Joelton Tennessee. We have many good
memories of good times all tucked away in our memory
banks.

It is my pleasure to introduce you to a man named Joe.
I'm sure you will agree Joe Faron is no ‘Average Joe.” He
became Joseph John Faron Jr. upon his birth on January 13,
1935. After his marriage, Joseph John Faron III would come
along and today Joe is the proud grandfather of nine year old
Joseph John Faron I'V. His grandson has much to learn from
his namesake.

Joe grew up in a large family on a nine acre farm in St. Louis
County where they learned to pitch in and help at an early
age. Joe loved to ride horses and soon could be found at
horseshows, jumping fences and barrel racing. Joe also rode
horses as he took his bird dogs on field trial runs, collecting
many trophies in both categories. This hobby kept him busy
for more than 25 years.

Joe attended St. Louis University for three years, and then
had to drop out due to the declining health of his father. He
and his brother took over the family owned gas station in
1966. He worked there until 1989 when he sold out his
partnership to his brother. However, Joe never ran out of
gasl!

In 1957, *G.I. Joe’ was drafted into the US Army, and served
in the Army Reserves for the next six years.

While “Joe Cool” was attending college in 1955, he met
his lifelong partner, Alice. They wed in 1959 and became
the parents of three children, Mary, Joe and Gregg. They
have been blessed with eight grandchildren and three great-
grandchildren.

Joe moved his family, dogs and horses from St. Louis County
to New Melle in 1974. Joe immediately joined a traveling
horseshoe league called the St. Charles Warren County
Horseshoe League. From that point on the dogs and horses

were put on the back burner as Joe’s love and enthusiasm for
rorseshoes was uppermost on his mind.

n 1978 the New Melle Community Club began a Festival
Horseshoe Tournament made up principally of local talent, with
only four outdoor courts set under a rented tent. All went well
mtil the fourth year when a severe thunderstorm blew down the
main support pole and injured a man. The suit that followed
rearly ended horseshoes in New Melle, but Joe prevailed.
Working closely with the NMCC, Joe was successful in
etting a pavilion erected over the courts.

n 1989 Joe attended the Missouri State Horseshoe
Tournament in Independence. After seeing Alan Francis, age
19, Joe wanted to showcase him in New Melle so that other
vitchers from eastern Missouri could see the possibilities of
worseshoe pitching.  Joe submitted a bid for the Missouri
state Towrnament and it was accepted allowing the state
ournament to be held on the eastern side of Missouri for the
irst time.  In 1990 the largest Missouri State Tournament
>ver held had 400 entries. To accommodate all the classes,
itching began at 8:00 a.m. with the last classes starting at
2:00 p.m. and sometimes continuing into the wee hours of the
norning. More state tournaments would follow at NMHC;
1991, 1992, 1994, 1996 and 2000.

n 1990 Joe formed the NMHC with only 32 members. The
fub was sanctioned in 1992. Faron thought the best way to
ncrease membership was to open the club up to women, but
vhen he suggested the idea, a few men quit. They didn’t want
o pitch with the women; they only wanted to play with them.
After the first initial revolt, the men warmed up to the idea
retty quickly when they saw what the women had to offer.
'hey were good workers, became good horseshoe pitchers
ind helped the club grow tremendously. In fact the club
swelled to 250 members, which was more than the population
of the town of New Melle. NMHC was known as the largest
orseshoe club in the world.

The Men’s Wednesday Night League and a mixed Jack & Jill
_eague were formed and still in existence to the present day.
loe became Tournament Director to many big tournaments
tarted in New Melle. The really big one, the Six Pac
nvitational just ended after 18 years of tournaments under
loe’s direction. He was also TD for the Nashville Music
ity Tournament in Joelton for nine years, the Greater STL
Horseshoe Club Tournament in STL for ten years, the Top
sun Illinois and Missouri tournament for 12 years, and the
I'D for the NM Festival Tournament for 25 years.

loe became interested and involved in horseshoes at the state
evel. He served as MOHPA Vice President for six years, and
hen was elected as MOHPA President in 1996 -2004 for eight
rears. Under his leadership he brought about an increase in
10rseshoe pitchers from 300 — 1,000 pitchers, enabling the
tate of Missouri to receive the Robert Pence Award for ten
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years as the state with the most registered pitchers. In 1999
Joe was elected into the Missouri State Hall of Fame for his
achievements. His experience of leadership in Missouri soon
found him at a level higher in the National spotlight serving
from 2000-2005 as Director on the Board for the NHPF. He
served as Vice President of the NHPF from 2006-2011.

In 2000 Joe was inducted into the St. Charles County Amateur
Sports Hall of Fame for his achievements and promotion of
horseshoes in St. Charles County. He also served on the
Board of Directors for the St. Charles County Amateur Sports
Hall of Fame for 11 years. In 2005 he was inducted into
the St. Louis County Amateur Sports Hall of Fame. Joe has
received many awards over the years. In 2004 Joe received
the MOHPA Presidential Award and in 2006 he received the
prestigious NHPA Arch Stokes Award.

From 2004-2007 Joe spent these years working and planning
for the new establishment of the NHPA Hall of Fame and
Museum facility. Joe found the perfect site, centrally
located in the US for horseshoe pitchers across America to
visit. When it was decided that the Hall of Fame would be
coming to Wentzville, Joe was a man on a mission, never
stopping to pursue this ongoing project. His days were filled
with meetings of discussions and proposals. Faron forged a
deal with St. Charles County officials and the Association.
During construction Joe was on site daily working with the
project manager in the planning and building stages of the
new horseshoe courts. Fighting some health issues, Joe was
determined to get through it all. Like a proud Papa he was, on
Dedication Day, May 4, 2007.

Joe’s horseshoe pitching career found himself to be about a
45% pitcher, but as he took on more and more responsibilities
he began sacrificing his own pitching abilities. Although Joe
is no longer on the courts pitching, you will find him at the
courts daily working and overseeing many other projects such
as the display model on exhibit at the World Tournament. His
wood crafting skills can be seen throughout the building. Joe
will be the first to tell you that in all the achievements that
he has accomplished, none would have been possible without
the support of the NMHC members. When the club changed
its name to the Quail Ridge Horseshoe Club, all traditions
that Joe began in New Melle carried on to the new facility.
Never has Missouri horseshoe pitching had such a powerful
leader bringing about excitement, enthusiasm, energy and
high expectations to our state.

I’'m sure you will agree this man is no ‘Ordinary Joe’; but
‘Joe Extraordinaire!” Joe’s impressive leadership, influence,
contribution, dedication, and love for the sport of horseshoes
throughout the past four decades have earned himself a place
in many local and state hall of fame shrines. Joe, the man who
pitched the idea to put a National Hall of Fame in Wentzville
for horseshoe players across the country, will now have a well-
deserved spot on the wall himself. Mission Accomplished!

The few computer glitches were
easy fixes and were often anticipated by the computer
experts. Thanks and huge Kudos go to Kurt Whaley for
his HS Master Scorckeeping program and his expertise
as well as to Rob and Ann Hagman for the almost 24/7
overseeing of the computers, monitors and program.
Ann oversaw the very successful “Scorekeeper training
booth” as well and the many folks who kept score are
testament to how easy it was to do.

Chad Hyatt, our
Nevada RD, has moved to the Baltimore area and has
resigned his post in Nevada. [ have always loved to talk
to Chad and to listen to his ideas and opinions — he is a
good worker and pitcher as well. He will be a bonus for
Maryland! Good luck to you and thank you for all the
work and time you have put into horseshoes, Chad. In
his place will be Mr. Tom McQueen who is currently the
NV State Secretary. We look forward to working with
Tom and to possibly meeting him.

In North Dakota, the RD duties will now be taken on by
Jeanine Rodvold. Until now, the huge areas of North

Proposed Bylaws Voting Results

As you may know, our NHPA proposed Bylaws are now
voted on every three years instead of every other year. This is
also true for any NHPA proposed Rules changes, which will
be voted on next year at the Knoxville convention. As there
were only four proposed Bylaws changes for this year, the
discussion and voting did not require much time during our
Monroe Convention. Two of these proposals involved some
minor changes of wording, and the other two were additions
to existing Sections. Details of these change proposals can
be found in the last issue of Newsline Magazine, but the new
information is that all four of these proposed changes were
unanimously accepted by the voting delegates. I'd like to thank
our Executive Council and the voting delegates for their input
and support of these important Bylaws changes.

Proposed Rules Changes for Next Year’s Voting

During the course of this year’s World Tournament, 1 was able
to talk with many of our attending members about possible
Rules changes, and I really appreciate all of the input that T
received. Although many topics were discussed, the majority
had to do with proposed age changes or changes of pitching
distances, for several of our pitching Divisions. I have already
received written Rules Change Proposals for several of the

items we discussed, but it is important for everyone to realize
that discussion alone will not bring about any changes. These
proposed changes must be submitted, in writing, by the end of
this year, and in this suggested format:

1. Identify the location of the proposed change — RGS
page number, section number, letter, etc. and copy,
word-for-word, the current text information.

2. Write down the exact wording of your proposed
change.

3. Give all the reasons why you think this change should
be made.

4. Send your proposal to me by e-mail (preferred) or by
US mail (please find my mailing address on page 3 in
this Newsline issue) as soon as possible, so that our
Rules Committee will have an adequate amount of
time to consider all proposed changes by mid-January
of next year,

If your proposal is accepted by the NHPA Rules Committee,
it will then be reviewed by the NHPA Council at their winter
meeting in January. All proposed Rules/RGS changes must be
accepted by both of these groups before they can be placed
on the ballot for delegate voting at next year’s convention in
Knoxville. Thanks in advance for all of your ideas and input,
and for helping to improve our great sport!

Game” patch to be handed

their horseshoe pitching career. At the 2011 Hall of Fame
Banquet in Monroe, Louisiana, 27 World Championship
pitchers received the 90% patch. Those not in attendance,
that have pitched a 90% plus game, will receive the patch in
the U.S. mail soon.

THE NHPA LOSES A PAST OFFICER
EARL WINSTON MISSOURI

Earl Anton Winston was
born in rural Knob Noster,
Missouri on June 4, 1927
to the late E. Wayne and
Leona Wheeler Winston.
He passed away on
August 8, 2011 at the
Lutheran Nursing Home in
Concordia, Missourl.

On June 10, 1960 Earl was
united in marriage to Vicki
Chapelle in  Portland,
Oregon and they began
a lifetime of working
together in their farming operation in rural LaMonte.

Earl is survived by his wife, Vicki, of the home. He also is
survived by two sons, Keith and fiancée Diana DeShon of
Kansas City, Missouri, Carl and wife Amy of Sweet Springs,
Missouri and four grandchildren, Shane and Lindsey
Winston and Hailey and Mason DeShon. Other survivors
include four sisters; Ida Ann Guier and husband Charles of
Blue Springs, Missouri, Helen Cunningham of Warrensburg,
Missouri, Clara Fisher of Raytown, Missouri and Mollie
Brant of Knob Noster, Missouri along with numerous nieces
and nephews. He was preceded in death by his parents and
one sister, Rosie Shannon.

Earl attended Eden Valley elementary school and then went
to Sweet Springs High School, where he was valedictorian
of his class. Upon his graduation he enlisted in the U S
Army and served a tour of duty in Korea. By the time of
his discharge, he had earned the rank of Staff Sergeant. Earl
then attended the University of Missouri in Columbia for
two years and earned a degree in agriculture.

After college he began farming with his father and also
driving truck for Green Trucking Company part time. As
he got more into farming, he started raising registered Black
Angus cattle and began doing some custom combining
and grain hauling. In later years he also did some custom
hauling of soybean meal and rock. He continued with his
trucking for a few years after retiring from active farm work.

Earl was a lifelong member of Blackwater Chapel United
Methodist Church. He served the church in several capacities
mcluding Sunday School Superintendent and as a Sunday
School teacher for several decades. He also served as a lay
speaker to churches in the area and was a Lay Delegate to

the Missouri Annual Conference for many years.
God and the church was very important to him.

Serving

Wanting to be of service to his community, Earl was
elected to the School Board of Pettis County R-1 School
and served on that board for a lengthy period of time,
many of those years as its president. He also served as the
Democratic Committeeman for Blackwater Township for a
period of time and for many years volunteered to work at
elections whenever possible.

Earl was an avid horseshoe pitcher nearly all of his life
and was a former state champion. He was instrumental in
reorganizing the Missouri Horseshoe Pitchers Association
in 1950. He would serve as president of that organization
for nearly 30 years. In the early 1950°s he was able to
get horseshoe pitching reinstated at the Missouri State Fair
and served as the Superintendent of Horseshoe Pitching at
the fair for over 50 years. He became a vice president in
the National Horseshoe Pitchers Association and served in
that position for 28 years. At one time he chaired the rules
committee and later became the chairman of the Hall of
Fame Committee.

It was Earl’s efforts in collecting memorabilia over a long
period of time that inspired the NHPA to seek a site for a
National Horseshoe Pitching Hall of Fame and Museum.
The dream finally came true with a temporary site in Joelton,
Tennessee and then the permanent site which is located
in Wentzville, Missouri. Earl became one of the original
directors of the National Horseshoe Pitchers Foundation,
which was involved in making the Hall of Fame possible.
Earl was elected to the Missouri Horseshoe Pitchers Hall
of Fame in 1987 and to the National Horseshoe Pitchers
Hall of Fame in 1988,

His other favorite sport was bowling and he participated in
league play and some tournaments for several decades. He
spent many years as the secretary/treasurer of some of the
leagues and the president of others.

Earl was a people person and never knew a stranger. He
loved to visit with anyone and tell stories to entertain
them. He was a walking encyclopedia of horseshoe
pitching history. He was a good neighbor and helped
people whenever he was able. Throughout his entire life
he strived to make a difference in the world around him.
He will be missed by all who knew him.

PHILLIPS PROVES HIS RANK IS NO JOKE &y chat ryar

Monroe, Louisiana, will long be remembered by
many horseshoe pitchers. However, [ can only
imagine that it will always hold a special place in
the heart of Russ Phillips after he captured his first
Elders” World Championship there this year.

Russ 1s no stranger to horseshoes. He was an
avid horseshoe pitcher and top competitor from
Washington for many years in the Open Men’s
Division. If you thought he was good then, you
might want to witness his pitching now, because he
has gone from good to amazing in just a few short
years. Russ has been leading the Elders’ Division
NATSTAT rankings for some time. In a quest to
prove that his rank is for real, Russ went toe-to-toe
with the best of the rest and showed us all, that he is
indeed #1 in 2011.

After qualifying at 76%, Russ turned it up in the
finals. Finishing with 13 wins and two losses,
Russ nailed an 81.89% ringer average, well above
his competition. His only losses came in dramatic
fashion as he scored 38 and 39 points in those
matches. Russ had a high game of 89.06%. This
was against Bobby Fields, the #1 qualifier, in the
final match to seal his championship. I'd call that
perfect timing and quite a statement for how much
he wanted this title.

It wasn’t all smooth sailing for Russ. He fell behind
the leaders on the first day of the finals after he
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suffered his first loss while pitching Paul McGee of
Maryland. This allowed Bobby Fields of Tennessee,
Rich Pintor of Colorado and Herschel Walters of
Indiana to co-lead the division after day one.

As day two got rolling, Russ kept pace with the
leaders by winning every game. The day started with
Bobby Fields losing to McGee. A few games later,
Walters lost to fellow Hoosier, Ted Sprinkle, and
then another loss two games later to Fields. Joining
Russ in winning all of his second day games was
Pintor, including a 96-shoe thriller against defending
champion, Ed Arionus of Texas. This wasn’t the
longest game for Arionus, though. He followed
this match with a 102-shoe classic against Phillips.
After day two, it was Pintor all alone at the top, with
Phillips and Fields just one game back.

With the third day rolling in, it was time for the leaders
to start knocking heads against each other. Fields
dropped his first game of the day to Paul McCreery
of Texas. In the same game, Arionus continued
his marathon matches with a 94-shoe triumph over
Gregg Craven of Missouri. Pintor and Phillips
won early but then dropped their second games of
the day. Pintor lost to Walters and Phillips lost to
Charles Dougherty of Ohio. They both returned to
winning the next game, which then set up their own
showdown in the fourth game of the day. After 78
shoes, it was Phillips winning convincingly and now
sitting tied with Pintor for the lead in the division.
The final game would now be the deciding factor for
the world tournament. If they both won, we go to
a playoff. If one wins the last game and the other
loses, we crown our new champion. In the end, it
was Phillips winning and Pintor being defeated by
Craven to give Phillips his first world championship
title in the Elders’ Division.

SIMMONS LAYS OTHERS TO REST AT WORLD CHAMPIONSHIPS by Chad Fiyart

For the majority of us, the idea of throwing 20 ringers
in a row is fairly unfathomable. Even more far-fetched
would be throwing 24 ringers in a row. Doing both of
those things is the same game would be against all odds
forus, as well. Now imagine, doing all of that and it’s the
final game of the world championships against arguably
the most successful athlete in any sport in our era. That
may be impossible for the majority of us, but that is the
true story of our Men’s World Champion from Vermont,
Brian Simmons.

Although Brian’s personal story is even more triumphant
than this display of ringer talent, his horseshoe talent is
envious. Brian put it all together this year in Monroe,
Louisiana to win his third world championship. He nailed
his share of 90% games, struggled but convincingly won
~a few games that were less than 80%, and still saved
enough energy for back-to-back marathon games of
112 and 124 shoes to end his tournament. In the end,
he went undefeated (15-0), threw 906 shoes, nearly 80
shoes more than the next highest total, and averaged
83%. I am certain it will be a championship that he will
remember for a long time.

In looking at the championships this year, one could say
there were a few surprises. Of course, Alan Francis,
the 16-time champion from Ohio and winner of eight
consecutive titles, not winning was a huge surprise.
Another one would be Dan Watson of Alabama. We

all know that Dan is the best flip pitcher in the men’s
division, hands-down. We know he can throw 80%
regularly in tournaments, but we also understand the
huge pressures of the world tournament. Dan settled in
to those first two days of pitching carrying an average of
just over 80%, before finishing with 78.74% and a 12-3
record with losses only to Simmons, Francis, and Jim
Walters of Ohio. In his match with Simmons, the world
was on the edge of their seat. The game went 112 shoes
with Brian throwing 85.71% and Dan throwing 83.93%.
He was definitely in it to win it.

Overall, it was a great class. We had Rick Bermingham
of California making an impressive 6™ place showing
in his first world tournament in several years. Also, we
saw Randy Rein of Wisconsin rejoining the competition
after about a decade away from playing at the world
championships. The addition of Austin Bailey of Illinois,
Tony Yancik of Illinois, and John Neagle of Kentucky
participating in their first Men’s Championship Class
was a great story, too.

The class had some very interesting stats. The champion
pitched the most shoes in the class and the runner-up
pitched the fewest shoes. There were ten games of 90%
or better, with Francis having the majority (seven) of
them. Even though some games were won throwing in
the upper 50% range, some pitchers lost other games
with 86.29% (Francis vs. Simmons), 83.93% (Watson
vs. Simmons), 76.67% (Walters vs. Francis), and 74.39%
(Rein vs. Watson). Alan Francis averaged 91.38% for
the first five games of the tournament. The tournament
went down to the wire, keeping the suspense alive for
the audience (live and on the web). After round 12 of
15, there was still a three-way tie for first and the final
game was for the title. In the end, this was a memorable
tournament for all, but especially for our champion, Mr.
Brian Simmons.

Simmons (VT), Alan Francis (OH), Dan Watson (AL),
Jim Walters (OH), Walter Ray Williams Jr. (FL), Rick

WEBB SPINS HIS 1% TURN TO FIRST SENIOR TITLE vy chad Hyas

Many of us hanging around the Midwest for the past
20-30 years have certainly known about Charlie Webb.
He will long be remembered as one of the great players
to come out of Illinois. Charlie added to that legacy
by winning his first Senior Men’s World Championship
this year in Monroe, Louisiana.

Charlie entered the World Championships this year
averaging just over 65% ringers and sitting securely
within the top 50 ringer percentages of men in the United
States. Everyone knows that those kinds of numbers
not only make him a serious contender in the Senior
Men’s Division, but also in the Open Men’s Division,
if he had entered. No matter what his percentage on
any given game 1s, one knows that Charlie is capable
of lighting it up with that smooth 1% turn that he has
mastered. It’s made him a fierce competitor of the
years and the champion that he is today.

Charlie reached his title in fairly convincing form. He
only dropped one game out of eleven and averaged
59.04%. His second day of play was extremely

“challenging, as he witnessed all five of his competitors
giving it all they could and scoring 28 or more points
against him. This pushed Charlie to the limit and made
this championship all the more sweet.

The division was set for a clash from the beginning.
After the first day, Charlie was tied with Rich Knerem,
Sr. and the winner of the last four senior titles, Ron
Deckard of Florida. Not too far back, and within striking
distance, were Tom Westbrook of South Carolina,
Thomas Gallina of Ontario, Canada, and Dan Dunn
of Indiana. Gallina enjoyed the best game of the day
with a 75% game against Ronald LeGrand of Missouri.
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Webb and Deckard also posted games over 70% on that
first day, so we knew day two should be something to
watch as these players matched up against each other.

As the second day got rolling, Webb knocked Knerem
from the ranks of the unbeaten, Deckard kept pace by
slowing down Westbrook and Dunn stayed alive by
beating Gallina.

In this same round,
Knerem evened his record with Deckard by beating
him 42-29 and Westbrook maintained pace by winning
his match. With two games to go, Webb led by one
game over Dunn, Deckard, Knerem and Westbrook.

Round ten continued in nearly the same fashion. We
saw Webb give Deckard his third loss just the same
as Westbrook gave Dunn his third. Knerem kept pace
with Webb and Westbrook by beating Gallina. The
big match to watch now was going to be Webb (9-1)
and Westbrook (8-2), but we couldn’t forget about
the Knerem (8-2) verses Dunn (7-3) match either.

In the end, Bemardo prevailed and won the game and the Junior
Cadet World Championship Title. The game went to 34 shoes, with
Bemardo 31 to 15. And what a game it was; a true showing of
sportsmanship. As these cadets grow, [ hope they carry this with
them the rest of their adult life.
