One thousand two
hundred and sixty five (1,265) pitchers competed for cash and
prizes worth over $160,000.

The NHPA would like to recognize certain individuals who were
“involved in the set up of the courts for this event. [ first want
to recognize the individuals who were involved in the bidding
for this event with Chuck Giglia, Director of Sport Sales, and
Lindsay Carucci. Sports Services Manager of the Buffalo Sports
Commission. Second the members of the New York Horseshoe
Pitchers Association consisting of Frank Kwiatkowski, Lyle and
Diane Dorler, Jim & Ellen Perry, and, Paul and Lorraine Thomas.
Two other major volunteers Kaye Kennedy, Linda MacDonald and
all the other members who were present during the set up and tear
down. Last but not least, we cannot forget about the Hamburg
Fairground Event Center staff for their efforts in making sure the
facility ran properly. Some of these individuals included Annette
Mathews, Event Center Director, and Jeff Rapini, Event Center
Manager. On behalf of the NHPA, thank you for a job well done!

The Council would also like to recognize two of our NHPA Officers
who also were instrumental in the court set up, Jerry LaBrosse and
Bill Marvin. Thank you for taking time out of your busy schedule
to assist in this huge undertaking. Last but of not least, I need to
thank the NHPA Council, NHPA Directors, and all the NHPA staff
and volunteers for their many hours of work during the two week
event. None of this would have been possible without the efforts
of everyone involved.

Two new items which were added to this year’s event consisted
of qualifying our judges to judge the games. This involved having
individuals go through a classroom training course and having to
pass a written test. [ would like to thank all of the instructors along
with the members on the committee and especially Rich Altis for
the time spent making mock-ups of horseshoe pits with horseshoes
to be used for teaching the judges on the proper way of measuring
ringers and points and how to use the proper judging tools.

The other item new to this year’s cvent was the “drop cam”
cameras. The NHPA purchased four cameras that were set around
the perimeter of the courts for live viewing of the games over
the two weeks. During the end of the second week, the cameras
were moved for better viewing of the Championship games.
Special thanks to Rob Hagman for the idea of the cameras and the
placement of these cameras over the two weeks of pitching. It was
overwhelming the number of positive comments I received. It was
reported to me that during the two-week event our website had
over 400,000 hits.

Pertaining to the business side at the delegate meeting; four sites
consisting of Cabarrus County, NC, Wichita Fall, TX, Spokane,
WA, and Montgomery, AL competed to host the 2016 W.T. These
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sites came in as early as the first day and stayed throughout the
first week in a booth handing out information and promoting to
all the members and delegates why their city would be the best
fit for hosting the World Tournament. At the delegate meeting,
after a second round ballot between Spokane, Washington and
Montgomery, Alabama, the delegates ended up with a majority
of the votes going to Montgomery, Alabama. Congratulations to
these folks; we look forward to a great tournament in 2016.

Also at the delegate meeting, the delegates had to vote for a new
Secretary/Treasurer; choosing between Rob Hagman and David
Sidles. The winner and new Secretary/Treasurer taking over
January 1, 2015 will be David Sidles.

The Council would also like to thank Rob for his interest in this
position. Rob will continue as our Natstats Director, at which he
does a fantastic job!

Hello All... I just recently returned from our most successful
World Tournament, held in Buffalo, NY and I must say that
in all of the WTs I’ve attended, since my first back in 1983,
-this one stands out as one of the very best in my memory!
From the pre-planning to the set-up, to the running of the
tournament, from the vendors to the Convention and Banquet,
to the tear-down... all of it ran so very smoothly, and this was
due to the many responsible people who were involved and
who all “did their jobs’. My heartfelt thanks to every one of
you... you know who you are!

Please find below a summary of the NHPA Convention
delegate voting for each of the 10 Proposed Bylaws Changes
that were discussed and voted on.

PBC #3 — Article II1, Sec. 10 — (On Suspensions, this PBC
adds more complete information about suspensions and

World Tournament Judging Clinics... A Big Success! Although
Judging Clinics have been offered at past World Tournaments,
this Clinic was unique in that it included a ‘classroom session’
where 20 selected True/False — Yes/No questions were
selected and used as a basis of discussion for situations that
are more likely to occur during the course of tournament play.
A power-point presentation was also developed and was very
useful during this discussion. In addition, several table-top
‘pit models’ were available for demonstrating and discussing

the use of measuring tools, including the ‘bridge tool” (ever
hear of this one?) These sessions lasted from 45 minutes to
an hour, depending on participation and questions. Over the
two-week tournament, no less that 56 pitchers attended one of
these sessions, and the overall response was very favorable.
Someone even said, ‘Every pitcher should be required to
attend this clinic, whether they plan to become a judge or not!
If they did, there would be a lot fewer problems out there on
the courts.” And so, if you ever have an opportunity to attend
one of these Judging Clinics, please do! All of these written
materials, and also most of the ‘pit models’, have now been
sent to 5 different Charters where qualified members will be
offering these Clinics to you and to other members! Please
plan to attend one of these Clinics! Special thanks are extended
to Rich Altis, Roy Evans, Bob Bastel, Bob Beagle, and Stacy
Robinson/Sanders for the development of these materials,
and for helping me with these presentations. Thanks also to
our many Judges for attending these clinics and helping to
advance the qualifications of our World Tournament Judges!

Thirty-two State HPA officers representing 20 charters met
during the World Horseshoe Tournament. This annual meeting
was presided over by Debby Michaud, MA HPA secretary
-and former NHPA 5™ VP. Notes were taken by Phyllis Quist,
Promotions chairman in the WA HPA. This meeting annually
offers various charter officers the chance to compare notes,
discuss concerns, and share success stories.

[t is apparent that there has been much progress made in a very
shorttime in the NHPA. Several previous topics of discussion are
no longer on the table. However, we do still have some common
concerns, the most important being the concern that we need to
add, and keep, more members who love to pitch horseshoes.
Various ideas were presented. A new idea was to contact
local Home Schooling Associations - parents in these groups
are often looking for more activities for their home schooled
children. These children would be very good candidates to
become horseshoe pitchers. Their numbers are growing and
their parents are very involved. Another opportunity to
explore is to request funds from a local or regional Recreation
Commission or Recreation Board — these funds can be used
to run an instructional program for new pitchers of all ages,
providing horseshoes, measuring tools etc. for the new pitchers.
Other avenues to try are to work through the local Boys’ Clubs
or Girls’ Club, summer recreation programs in towns and in
cities, and organizations such as the Future Farmers of America
and 4-H clubs. The young people that are in these organizations
might be a good fit for us and our sport.  We agreed that if
we can get the young parents in, we might get their children
as well.

Dave Sidles, NHPA 3™ VP in charge of Leagues and candidate
for the position of NHPA Secretary/Treasurer did come in to
answer questions. ldeas for improving communication among
the Leagues, their charters, and the NHPA VP in charge of
Leagues were verbalized and those ideas will be shared with
the next League Director and with Dave Sidles.
