WATERLOO, IA. METRO SANCTIONED LEAGUE FINALS 
The Waterloo Metro Horseshoe Pitching League of  Waterloo, Iowa conclujded it's first 

season of  sanctioned competition on September 24. A league banquet followed  on October 8, 
at which all the NHPA and local awards were handed out to the members in recognition of 
their outstanding achievements during the year. 

Sixteen regular pitchers and eight substitutes gathered at the Island Park courts each Thurs-
day evening throughout the 20 week season to pitch four  50 shoe count-all games. A 24 man 
round robin schedule was used to determine weekly pairings. At the end of  each complete 
round robin we had one position match, prior to beginning the next round. 

Pitching ability in the league ranged from  a high average of  70% down to a low of  about 
3%, therefore  we used a 90% handicap system to even out the league matches. Some evenings 
it took some pretty keen pitching to come out on top. We had several matches that were not 
decided until the final  pitch of  the game, many ended up as ties. 

A light but persistani rain on tnat last Thurstday night of  pitching caused the cancellation of 
two of  the scheduled four  games, and dampened the final  night for  everyone, with the possible 
exception of  Jack Wehrle, who upon winning both of  those games found  himself  surging past 
both Ralph and Pat Simon, who were first  and second place respectively going in, and taking 
over the lead. 

Ralph Simon, the lagues premiere pitcher and World Class pitcher, who placed 4th in this 
years World Tournament, took high average honors with his 117 point, and 71.0% ringer 
averages. He also captured the High game Scratch award, ringing the stake 45 out of  50 times 
for  a very respectable 90% game and a total of  139 Points. 

High handicap game award honors went to another Simon. Tim Simon, Ralphs youngest 
son, riding a hot streak, pitched his way to 94 scratch points, combined with his 90 point handi-
cap for  an outstanding 184 point game. His scratch average at the time was a mere 53 points. 

The race for  most improved award proved to be quite a battle, with several pitchers striving 
for  it. Arlos Fisher pitched his way to the head of  the pack by increasing his average by 13 
points. Close on his heels was Lynn Shepard who improved his average by 12 points. Alan 
Fisher and Tim Simon were also up there with a 10 point improvement in their averages. 

The league as a whole had a wide variety of  ringer percentages. We had at least one pitcher in 
each percentage category, except for  the 60% group. Several of  our members attained personal 
high games, Arlos Fisher with his 46% game, well over his 16.7% average. Ron McCombs 
fired  his first  50% game. Pat Simon ringered his way to his first  ever 70% game, an accom-
plishment he matched twice more in the 1981 World Tournament. 

Our first  year as a sanctioned league was a success, and most everyone is anxiously waiting 
for  next year. We attracted several interested people out during our league nights last year and 
they will be joining us next year. We would like to thank Russ Gadoury and the NHPA for  all 
their help and guidance in getting this league going, and we look forward  to many more years 
of  the same.
