The Junior participants did more
than just participate, they claimed
World Championships in record set-
ting fashion. While the champions
were setting new records, the other
Junior pitchers, in all classes, were
establishing new standards of
performance.

In 1991, Michael Newton (SD) was
Boys Class A champion with a 50%
average, and that was the only 50%
average in the class. This year Chris
Harren (MN) lead Class A with a
70.25% average and all but one
pitcher in the class exceeded 50%.
In 1991, Jared Luoma (OH) was Boys
Class B champion with a 22.27%
average, and only one pitcher hit
30%. This year’s Class B was won
by Tim Hytrek (WY) with 73.4%,
three others exceeded 50% and all
exceeded 30%.

The Junior Girls also joined in the
show of accomplishments. The 1992
Class B champion is Heather Stern-
berg (WI) with a 43.1% average. Two
other girls exceeded 30%. In 1991, the
class was won by Penny Steinke (WI)
at 25% and no pitchers exceeded that
mark. This year’s Class A was won
by Tiffany Gage (MN) at 54% while
only one in the class failed to exceed
40%. In comparison, the 1991 Class
A was lead by Pam Steinke (WI) and
the only pitcher exceeding 40%.

The Championship classes pro-
vided a spectacular display of skills
and record making performances.
First, Celeste Polak (TX) successfully
defended her Junior Girls title in
winning her third straight World
Championship, and established a
new Junior Girls tournament record
of 79.08%. A defeat by Ann Cote
(Quebec) in the final game was the
champion’s only loss and ended a
string of 30 consecutive wins (over
the past 3 years).

The Junior Boys Championship
Class was also extraordinary. Jim
Walters (OH) set an all-time tourna-
ment record of 89.3% ringers in win-
ning his fourth straight Junior Boys
World Championship. His four year
record is now at 53 wins and 0 losses.
His record setting performance was
not without challenge. Runner-up
Vorn Ven (KS) averaged 81.% and
third finalist Lenwood Conner (VA)
averaged 80.3%. The competition is
best described by mentioning that
John Walters’ (OH) 75.3% average
earned one win and a 10th place finish.

It was very satisfying to witness this
improvement of competition and to
sense that through continued Junior
promotion, encouraging youth to be
in our sport and to work with them
to develop pitching skills, it will
only get bigger and better.

The tournament concluded with
the delegate convention on Sunday.
There were a number of Junior
member issues introduced:

1. Junior membership fees will be
increased to $5.00 for 1993. This was
proposed as part of the published
revision to the bylaws and was
approved without opposition.

2. A motion was made to allow Junior
eligibility for events as long as the
member was 17 years old at the time
of the event. This issue pertained to
members whose birthdays fall in the
later months of the calendar year.
This issue was strongly supported by
families of Junior members and
Junior Program Directors. However
the motion failed to receive a second
or come to a vote.

3. Junior member qualifying for World
Tournaments is now defined in the
bylaws. A Junior member is required
to have at least one NHPA sanc-

tioned tournament or NHPA sanc-
tioned league average. If more events
have been pitched the top three
averages are to be used.

4. As part of the Junior Promotion
report, a plea was made for the 12
remaining charters to appoint Junior
Program Directors. Forty eight
charters now have JPDs in place.

MEN

Cone finished two games in front of
former World Champion Jim Knisley from
Bremen, Ohio, and four ahead of defending
champion Walter Ray Williams, Jr. from
Stockton, California. 1989 Champion Alan
Francis from Blythedale, Missouri was
fourth and John Bogardus from Ft. Edward,
New York was fifth.

The cool, calm and collected lowa native
closed with a 29-2 record in the 32-man
championship flight and his 82.9% was a
new high for him since his first World com-
petition in 1984.

“I went into this tournament thinking I
had a shot at the title, Cone said. It's a good
feeling once you get there.”

Kevin breezed to 12 straight victories
before steady John Kapnis from Salem,
Massachusetts, who manages to beat some
of the top pitchers in every World tourna-
ment, put forth an 87.8% effort with 72
ringers in 82 shoes, to double the score on
the eventual champion, 42-21. A few anxious
moments followed in the next game when
Maine’s Brian Simmons pushed Cone
before losing, 42-34.

Cone coasted for several games until
Williams jumped to a 15-0 lead before the
new title holder started to find the range
and come back to win, 40-35. Williams was
seeking to get back in the battle after losing
four of his first seven games opening night.
He recovered to win all but two more, one
to Cone and one to Knisley. Jim won the
final game over Cone after the 1992 cham-
pion had secured the title.

Cone is the third champion from Iowa.
Frank Lundin copped the crown in 1922
with a 14-1 record and Putt Mossman was
the 1924 and 25 champion, losing only two
games in those two years of competition.

Since 1910 there have been 74 men's
championships. Colorado’s Ted Allen leads
in total wins with ten. Fernando Isais from
California has eight, Frank Jackson boasts
seven, followed by Elmer Hohl six, Williams
five, Charlie Davis four, and three each for
Danny Kuchcinski, Jim Knisley, Curt Day
and Dale Lipovsky. That's a total of 52 titles
distributed to ten men.

Both Francis and Knisley came back to the
top five this year after disappointing perfor-
mances last year.

WOMEN

Snyder, the Indiana housewife, who trains
on Gatorade, fronted two Canadians in her
quest forthe Women'stitle. The battle for the
1992 crown was wide open this year since
defending champion TariPowell from Ross-
ville, IL could not compete due to an injury.

Snyder, who finished second to Powell
last year, tossed the tournament high 84.61




ringer percentage to win $2800. She
threw three games over 90%, includ-
ing one of 97.5.

“This year I wasn't affected by
nerves. It was hard focusing on the
stake in the last game with everyone
watching. | thought I had to win
since I wasn't sure [ could win in case
of a playoff,” Snyder related.

Sue entered the final five games
with a one-game lead over Canada’s
Sandy McLachlin. McLachlin had
won their head-to-head game earlier,
41-29, in the 10th game. Sandy swept
her five the final day, but could only
watch as Snyder did the same to
clinch her first title in six tries.
McLachlin closed with a 13-2 record
and 80.38%. Canadas Sylvianne
Moisan was third, 12-3 and 81.09%.

“I really can't believe it Snyder
cheerfully said, holding back the
tears and sipping her Gatorade. “I'm
so happy. It's just great.”

Since 1920 the women have com-
peted in 61 tournaments and have
crowned 22 champions. The leader,
of course is Vicki Winston from
Missouri with 10, followed by Mrs.
C.A. Lanham, [linois 6; Phyllis
Negaard, Minnesota5; Mayme Fran-
cisco, Ohio 5; Ruth Hangen, New
York 4; and three each for Powell and
Sue Gillespie.

BOYS

They say it will only be a matter of
time before Jim Walters of Troy, Ohio
will break the record of four-straight
titles set in 1961-64 by Gary Roberts
from Ohio and tied by Missouri’s
Alan Francis in 1982-85.

Walters is 15 and has two more
chances to win his fifth World title.
However, in Columbus, the junior
phenom established a new World
Tournament record of 89.3%, besting
the 89.2 mark set by Walter Williams
_in 1972. Jim closed with an 11-0
record and remains undefeated,
posting like records in his first three
tournaments. You can't get any bet-
ter than that.

The key game this year came in the
final contest when second place
finisher last year, Vorn Ven of Kansas
battled Walters 108 shoes only to lose,
41-33, before a dedicated and amazed
crowd. A victory for Ven would have
forced a playoff between these two
fine pitchers.

GIRLS

Polak continues to dazzle. Records
are made to be broken and Celeste

Polak of East Bernard, Texas added
four more, while winning her third
straight Junior Girls championship
this year.

Celeste won the title with a 9-1 won-
lost figure, while completing the tour-
nament with a record 79.08%, hitting
the single game high of 88%. She had
a record 20 straight ringers in one
game and 32 over a two game stretch.

Annie Cote, from Canada, handed
the 1992 champion her only loss in
the final game of the 10-person class,
40-29, and closed with an 8-2 mark,
one game behind the winner.

Celeste has one more year of com-
petition in the junior division and a
chance to tie Debby Bestul from Eau
Claire, Wisconsin with 4 straight titles.
Debby won backin 1984 and 1985, lost
to Sandy McLachlinin 1986 and came
back to win the next two years.

INTERMEDIATE

Publicity committee member Art
Sperber from Bremerton, Washington
had some good news for the local
paper when he arrived home from
the World Tournament.

Amiable Art went 10-1 with a 69.24
percentage to win the 1992 Interme-
diate title, one game in front of 1990
Champion Len Lipovsky from
Bloomington, Minnesota. Len was
the only pitcher to beat Sperber in
their 11-game round robin play.

After the loss to Lipovsky in the
fifth game, Sperber rang up six
impressive victories to win his first
World title. Ed Arionus, from Texas,
did not defend his title this year.

It could be that Art won his first
Intermediate title in what may have
been the last year this division is
played. The delegates in convention,
which included Sperber, voted to dis-
continue the Intermediate Division.

SENIOR MEN

Two former Senior title holders
were in the finals at Columbus, but
Indiana’s Karl Van Sant topped the
field with a 10-1 record, two games
in front of former champion
Lawrence Miller from Ohio, and
Glen “Red” Henton from Iowa. Van
Sant was the top percentage pitcher
in the 12-man lineup as six topped
the 60% mark. He closed with 67.64.

Former Senior Champion Raymond
Hill fell to the lower half of the pack
with a 4-7 mark. Hill won the title in
1987 and 1989, the first with an 11-0,
76.6 and 11-1 in a playoff with 67.5.

70+ 40 FOODT

Hitting the cover of the NHFPA
Newsine might have had the same jinx
as other sports figures on the cover
of Sports Illustrated. It happened to
Spud Napier of Seal Beach, Califor-
nia, who graced the cover of the
July-August issue, but only finished
second in Class A at Columbus.
Napier had won three straight titles
with a perfect record of 15-0.

Marysville, Ohio's Edwin Miller
captured the 1992 championship in
the Senior 40 foot class with a 7-3
record, one game in front of Francis
White of Pennsylvania and Alden
Allbaugh from Kansas.

Spud finished with the highest
percentage figure for the two classes
(64.09), but they still payoff on games
won and lost.

Like Sperber and the Intermediates,
Miller won his title in the last year of
play for the division. The convention
delegates voted to make the Elders a
30" division only.

70+30 FOOT

Frank Bohun from Erie, Pennsyl-
vania captured the Elder’s 30 foot
class with a 9-1 mark and record 7749
ringer percentage, beating the mark
of 75.6 set by Henry Hostettler from
Williamsfield, Ohio in 1990.

Dale Henry of Texas was second
and Hostettler finished third.

Russell Lubuzzetta from Sarasota,
Florida, who won the Class A title in
1990 and the championship in 1991,
failed to qualify for the top class and
finished third in Class A this year.

SENIOR WOMEN

The invincible Marge Spray from
New Port Richey, Florida, continued
her championship ways in winning
her third straight senior women’s
title, but for the first time she was
pushed to the end.

Spray, who was 10-1 in 1990 and
5-0 last year closed with an 8-3 mark,
one game in front of Carrie Carpenter
from South Glens Falls, New York, in
the close-knit finals. Helen Eakins
from Wilmington, Ohio was third
with a 6-4 record.

Marge closed with a 62.94 ringer
percentage, a little lower than her
record performance 65.7 at Biloxi.

The CL/LG meeting, being relaxed
and informal, was a pleasant break
for me. It was nice of all those who
took from their busy schedules to
attend.

Due to the informality, I did not

take notes, therefore I will just cover
some of the things we discussed from
memory.

One was the effect of the full
NHPA requirement for sanctioning.
Seems that although it caused a loss
of some members, most clubs had
also gotten new ones. Ways were
shared on how to allow non-NHPA
people to pitch, while continuing to
inform them of the benefits of becom-
ing NHPA and the pride one can
have from supporting this great sport
on local, state and national levels.

None of us ever want to discourage
a potential new member, but we
should all have only one goal in mind
for all pitchers. That is for them to
become full NHPA for the growth
and betterment of our organization.
It may seem harsh to some, but I
believe the general consensus is that
any pitcher that is not dedicated
enough or does not receive enough
personal enjoyment from pitching to
desire to support it all the way,
really has no place and would not be
an asset to us.

A Most Improved award for Top
Ten honorees was presented for con-
sideration. This would be different
from, and in addition to, the ones
now already available for regular
league play. The general feeling
seemed to lean towards this being a
special recognition made by the clubs
themselves and not added to the
NHPA awards or National Directors’
work load. This was left for those
present to think about and then send
in their views.

I presented a drawing of a pro-
posed new patch for our regular
league Most Improved awards. A
patch would be generic, with no
male, female difference, making
them easier for clubs to order. There
would be some savings in produc-
tion cost and be easier and less
costly to mail.

There are so many that never wear
the bolo tie, necklace or even the old
belt buckles, where many might sew
the patch on their shirts or jackets.

The patch will be year dated and be
available for 1993. If the supply of the
ones now in use should run out
before the end of 1992, a few patches
dated 92 will be ordered along with
the ones for 92, to finish out the year.
If this happens, your winner of this
award may receive their patch a little
later than the other awards due to the
fact that it is more cost efficient to
order all at once, when possible.

A new Final Stat form has also
been designed and printed. It now
contains all of the information which
will be needed for the National Stat
center and your State Secretary or
Statistician. Complete instructions
for completing the form are on the
back side of it and if followed should
make the transition very easy, if good
league records are now being kept.

If a pitchers’ league average is one
of their three highest sanctioned
events or is one of the three needed
(soon to be four for World) for any
event entry of the stats on the new
form will be needed and a copy of it
must be sent to whomever your State
uses to verify stats, who in turn must
send a copy to the National Stat
Center. This form, now requiring cur-
rent NHPA card numbers, total shoes
pitched and total ringers pitched, in
addition to the stats it has always
asked for, will still be used by this
office for High Game Percent patches
and for Top Ten form verification.

Both the new patch and the new
stat form will be inserted in the Red
Book when another printing is done.

Again, [ express my gratitude to all
who supported the various meetings,
to all delegates in convention who
seemed to have studied the new
Bylaws revision and conducted them-
selves in a very pleasant, business-
like way. To our president and
parliamentarians for a well managed
convention and to each and ever one
of you who pitched, worked or con-
tributed in any way, to your 1992
World Tournament.

Your Friend for Horseshoes!
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Report of 1992 State and Charter Ofticers Meeting

The 1992 NHPA State and Charter
Officers Meeting was called to order
at 10:00 a.m. on Tuesday, July 21 in
- Columbus, Ohio. The registration
sheet shows officers from 20
Charters, plus a few observers, in
attendance at the meeting.

The Chairman asked for a show of
hands of those present who would
be acting as spokespersons or dele-
gates at the NHPA Convention.
There was enough response that the
Chairman deemed it permissible to
allow questions and discussion con-
cerning the proposed revision of the
NHPA Bylaws. The NHPA president,
Dave Loucks, was present to field the
questions for this part of the meeting.
The chairman felt that allowing this
discussion might help to alleviate
some discussion in Convention.

The chairman then asked if there
were candidates present who were
running for NHPA office. Esther
Williams and Donnie Roberts, can-
didates for Secretary/Treasurer, each
made a few remarks. Barry Chapelle,
candidate for 2nd Vice President, was
also introduced.

The chairman then asked for ques-
tions from the audience. It was asked
what the various tournament direc-
tors do about awarding prizes in case
of a rain-out. One popular answer
was the prizes were awarded if half
the scheduled games in a class have
been completed.

Someone wanted to know what
happened to the Virginia Beach World
Tournament bid. It was explained
that their bid was for 1993 and Spear-
fish, SD won out. Donnie Roberts
then told us that originally there were
two bids for 1994, but Little Rock,
Arkansas dropped out and hopes to
come back with a bid for an indoor
facility in 1995. That left Syracuse, NY
as the only bidder for 1994.

The Complimentary Card program
was mentioned and it appeared that
many Charters are not aware of it. A
club may use a Complimentary Card,
which is prepared and issued by the
charter secretary. It is one of the
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regular membership cards, and by
using the 14 lines on the back, a club
may allow 14 different non-members
to participate in sanctioned tourna-
ments during one year. The player’s
name is placed on the back of the
card and they are not to be allowed
this privilege again—anytime or
anyplace. It is a once-in-a-lifetime
privilege, the idea being that once
they try it, they will want to join the
association and continue entering
sanctioned events in the future. A
club is limited to one card, or 14
guests per year.

There was a comment that World
Tournament entry blanks are availa-
ble too soon and entries start arriv-
ing at the NHPA office in January.
Many feel a time frame should be
established for the mailing of World
Tournament entries. Donnie Roberts
said this is under consideration
for 1993.

Another suggestion from the audi-
ence was that only one charter officer
should be allowed to verify World
Tournament entries. It was felt that
the person within a charter, who is
responsible for keeping the stats for
that charter, should be the only per-
son allowed to verify the averages.
The other charter officers do not have
sufficient knowledge of the stats to
verify anything accurately.

It was asked if there was any truth
to the rumor there would be some
attempt made in future years to limit
the number of World Tournament
entries? Donnie Roberts answered
this question by stating that as long
as he had anything to do with it, he
would not make any attempt to limit
the number of entries.

Barry Chapelle was asked to explain
the function of the 15 member NHPA
Rules Committee. There was some
discussion on what constitutes a
pitcher’s platform and where pitchers
should stand. Barry pointed out that
1993 is the year to submit ideas for
rule improvement or changes. Pro-
posals should be sent to him by the
deadlne as published in Newsline.

A comment came from the audience

that there still seems to be a problem
with- NHPA cards being bought out
of state. A person should buy their
card in the state of their legal resi-
dence (where they pay taxes or have
their drivers license). If a person
needs to pay dues to pitch in another
state, their dues should be collected
anda receipt given, NOT A CARD. Their
dues should be sent to the proper
charter secretary, who will collect any
state dues owed and will then issue
a card. As Donnie Roberts pointed
out, these are the rules given to char-
ter secretaries every year when they
are issued the new cards. Homework
needs to be done by the charters to
encourage all travelers to purchase
their cards before they leave home.

A person asked if new cards could
be ready by State Tournament time,
thereby saving postage, etc. Donnie
says they could, but can we be sure
that someone buying a card then
wouldn't expect to use it during the
remainder of the old calendar year?
He also stated that right now the
cards carry the signatures of two
NHPA officers and we must always
wait until after elections to have the
new cards printed. The chairman
would add this note: Would not this
idea virtually negate the policy of try-
ing to have a charter’s Final Report in
before new cards are issued?

A question was raised on how soon
the RDs will enforce court sanction-
ing and how it would affect insurance.
We did not have a qualified person
present to answer this question, so
the person was advised to seek out
a Regional Director for information.
Their meeting was to be held later in
the afternoon.

Someone asked how much toler-
ance was allowed in the 40 foot
distance between stakes? The answer
was there should not be any. The
stakes should be exactly 40 feet apart.

Someone made the suggestion that
the number of members needed to
form a new charter, within an already
existing charter, should be a much
larger number than 50.

Someone asked why the NHPA

dress code was not enforced at the
World Tournament this year? Donnie
answered that it was being enforced.
If there were violations, it was basic-
ally through human error. Different
workers were checking in each squad
of 84 pitchers. Perhaps, in the rush,
someone forgot to look at a shirt or
other item of attire. Several people
were sentrushing to motels or campers
to change shirts before being allowed
to go on the courts.

A comment was made concerning
the quality of the judging at the World
Tournament this year. The person felt
itwasn't very good. One faithful judge
and the head of the World Tournament
judges were present to make com-
ments in rebuttal to this statement.

They felt most of the judging was
good, but there were some weak
spots. As has been done in the past,
we asked for a show of hands of how
many people in the room had volun-
teered to help with the World Tourna-
ment judging. There was no change

in air current due to a mass uplifting
of arms.

The majority of feeling seemed to
be that if judges were trained at home
at local tournaments, and if pitchers
were made to follow rules in local
tournaments, many of the problems
would cease to exist by World Tour-
nament time. Homework is not
being done by local clubs and our
NHPA Charters.

The comment was made that we
should also be training our pitchers
to call scores properly, as printed in
the NHFA Rules booklet. This would
eventually eliminate the confusion of
our World Tournament scorekeepers,
who often gaze in disbelief at some
of the scores that are called.

Again, we had the question of why
the NHPA and Game Related sales
people are allowed to continue to
market illegal horseshoes? Pitchers
buy from them in good faith. Many
pitchers opened boxes of new shoes,
purchased right at the World Tourna-

ment, took them to the check-in table
and the shoes would not pass speci-
fications. The same can be said of
horseshoes purchased by mail. There
is strong feeling that all horseshoes
should be checked by Mr. Domey, or
his distributors, before they are put
on the market. There was a sugges-
tion that the NHFPA and/or the Game
Related items people be penalized for
every illegal pair of horseshoes they
sell. This is not the first year this
question has arisen. The charter
officers have again voiced the feeling
that this problem needs correcting
very quickly.

Donnie Roberts announced that
Marty Craig, of Eastern Nebraska,
has made a computer program avail-
able to charters at no charge. All you
need do is contact Donnie and he can
give you details and see that you get
a copy.

Due to the length of the meeting,
the chairman called for adjournment
a little past noon.

Report on 1992 NHPA Hall of Fame Committee Meeting

The annual Hall of Fame Commit-
tee meeting was held at the Days Inn
Motel in Columbus, Ohio on July 20,
_ with ten of the fifteen committee
members present. This is the best
attendance in recent years. Our new-
est committee member, Bart Sargent
of Massachusetts, was welcomed to
the meeting.

Much of our discussion centered
on the changes we had approved at
our 1991 meeting, which resulted in
an increase of the number of induc-
tees into the Hall of Fame this year.

Dave Loucks moved, and Don
Titcomb seconded the motion, to
have a moving window of 40 years
backward as a dividing line (1993

less 40=1953). All persons before
1953 would be in one listing, whether
they be players, organizers or a com-
bination. The motion carried.

Gary Kline moved that a maximum
of two in any category be inducted
per year. The motion was seconded
and carried.

Another change in the voting pro-
cess was discussed and Dave Loucks
moved that we vote for a maximum
of five in any category, with the
option of voting for less at any num-
ber. That motion was seconded and
was passed.

We will use a March 1, 1993 dead-
line for any new nominations to be
placed on our 1993 ballot.

To be sure all persons nominated
meet a few basic requirements of
being truly involved on a National
scale of performance, NHPA presi-

dent, Dave Loucks, appointed a

screening committee to re-evaluate the
presentlist of nominees in all categor-
ies and to request more information
onsome of the candidates if more was
needed. The members of the screen-
ing committee are Earl Winston, Gary
Kline and Barry Chapelle.

Other questions were raised and
discussion pertaining to various
voting methods was held, but no
more motions came to the floor. The
meeting was adjourned, after being
in session just under two hours.
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NHPA To Get Tough on Entering Averages

In Columbus, as in other World
Tournaments, we ran across some
individuals who obviously did not
put down their 3 highest tournament
- averages pitched in the last twelve
months. Unfortunately most of these
came to our attention after the World
was underway or the class play had
already been completed and some-
one took the time to research events
that had been published in past
Results Only issues of Newsline.

It is too time consuming to expect
our Secretary/Treasurer to review past
results for every entry. We have used
the practice of asking State Officers
to verify the entering averages of their
members and, for the most part, this
has been fairly accurate. However,
there are a couple of charters that
appear to do nothing more than “rub-
ber stamp” anything that the parti-
cipants put down. This allows a few
to sandbag and take part in a class
much lower than their true ability.

Hear it now, the NHPA is setting
the wheels in motion to stop this
form of cheating.

At the Columbus Convention, 1
announced that we were proceeding
with the establishment of a National
Stat Center where all NHPA sanc-
tioned tournament averages would
be maintained. The information that
is reported and stored in this data
base will, by 1994 or sooner, become
the average by which all participants
will enter the World, Regional and
special events such as Las Vegas. The
information will be made available to
Charters who want printouts for their
major tournaments that draw pitchers
from out of state. However, there will
be a modest charge for printouts
requested by the Charters or indivi-
duals and it will be gauged by the
size of the printout needed.

Anyone who looks through a
Results Only issue in detail will come
to notice that not all sanctioned tour-
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naments are listed and some charters
are not represented at all. That is
because several charters have not
been reporting results of sanctioned
tournaments to the NHPA. Well, we
plan to put a hitch in that lazy prac-
tice by limiting entry to the World,
Regional and Vegas tournaments to
only those members who have 4 or
more events (sanctioned league of 400
shoes or more can be one) in the
previous 12 months. stored in the
National Stat Center data base.

New NHPA tournament reporting
procedures are now being developed
as is a new format of information
which will require actual ringers and
shoes pitched be reported. In the next
few months, charter officers will be
getting more information on this and
Newsline will carry progress updates.

Initially, we plan to backtrack with
the old data thathas been reported and
get some information into the system
so we will have some record of infor-
mation to check by the 1993 Spearfish
World Tournament. While next sum-
mer is too soon to have complete
membership information, charters
and pitchers alike should understand
that every NHPA sanctioned tourna-
ment should by then be reported so
averages on pitching members can be
drawn from the NHPA files by the 1994
Syracuse World Tournament.

It is important that all pitchers and
charter officers understand theimpor-
tance of reporting those sanctioned
events you now ignore sending. Most
likely, the entry form for the 1994 World
and those thereafter, will not ask you
to report your 3 highest. We will go
to the National Stat Center files and
if you don't have the required mini-
mum number of tournaments in our
files, you will be denied entry. If you
are denied entry and know that you
pitched in enough sanctioned tour-
naments, don't look to blame the
NHPA, but rather your charter or
tournament directors who were slow
or totally negligent in reporting,.

The institution of the National Stat
Center brings to an end, the publish-
ing of Results Only issues of Newsline.
We will use this former publication
expense toward maintaining the Stat
Center. State Championship Results
and some special events will still be
carried in regular Newsline issues.

World Tournament Observations ... ...

First of all, I would like to thank
the delegates for re-electing me to
another term as Second Vice-Presi-
dent. I will continue to do my best as
we all strive to make our sport even
bigger and better.

I made the following observations
during the World Tournament while
serving as an administrator, office
worker, computer operator, score-
keeper, scoresheet runner and
checker, judge, competitor and
observer. [ hope they will give us all
some food for thought.

1. The World Tournament can only be
as good as we make it. Most of the
time things went pretty well. Keeping
on schedule the first few days was
almost impossible because it
only takes one participant in each
shift to slow things down. A 40-shoe
game should take about twenty
minutes. Figuring seven minutes
between games, that still is only two
hours and eight minutes to play those
five games. Most of our five game
shifts took about two hours and forty-
five minutes to play and the six game
shifts took about three hours and fif-
teen minutes. THAT'S TOO LONG.
We can, and need, to do better.

2. A disproportionate amount of
scorekeepers were either young or
old. What that shows (particularly
during the first few days) was that
many of our contestants only fook
from the tournament and didn't
give anything back. A big THANKS
. goes to the old reliables who we can
always count on and a big PUSH
goes to those who played (but
didn’t do anything else) to get totally
involved as scorekeepers, judges, etc.
in the years to come. Remember, it's
OUR tournament, and YOU are part
of the OUR.

3. By the nature of the work involved,
working in the computer room is
limited to a few people. Esther
Williams and the crew who worked
with her are to be commended for

the fine job they did once again this
year. (By the way, Walter Ray wrote
the program that we used to do all the
stats.) However, most of the other
jobs, such as collecting and checking
scoresheets, registration of contestants
as they prepare to pitch, distributing
scorepads and scoresheets between
shifts, etc., can be done by many peo-
ple. If you can help in these areas, talk
to one of the tournament officials who
you would like to work with and see
if you can be of assistance.

4. Rules and regulations, etc. We are
doing better each year at observing
the forward foul line. Some shoes
were pulled, but it is getting to be less
of a problem. Let’s keep that trend up
and continue to be observant at our
local tournaments as well. If we do
the job right at home, it’s easy to do
it right at the World Tournament.

Another problem appeared this
year, however, that caused some
concern—that of the pitching platform.
The rule book adequately and accur-
ately defines what the pitching plat-
form is but, it is a bit vague in terms
of side and back lines and what is
tair or foul.

This problem will be addressed at
the convention next year and we
encourage your input if you have any,
but the interpretation that will be
enforced from day one next year is
that both feet must remain entirely on
the platform during the address and
delivery of the shoe.

THAT IS THE INTENT OF THE
RULE. 1t is not legal to start with one
of your feet further to the left (or right)
or three feet from the stake, no mat-
ter whether the outside of the plat-
form is defined or not. Some of you
do this—work on it and do it right. It
is also not legal to have your striding
foot come down in contact with the
pit area.

Some of you stride to the inside and
a portion of your foot comes down in
the pit. This, also, is not legal—work
on it and do it right. There is also con-
cern about the rear of the platform.

Some people have part (or all) of their
foot on or behind the back line. Next
year there will a proposal to eliminate
the length of the platform because we
have some really long striders.

One other thing concerning the
feet—they do not belong in the pit,
stepping on the clay. STOP IT. Finally,
regarding rules and regulations, the
“regionalism” of our sport is still
apparent in how the scores are called.
It's tough to change what you are
used to, yet, for the sake of clarity and
uniformity, all of the calls should be
the same, particularly at the World
Tournament. The correct calls are in
the rules and most of you know them.
Use them at the World Tournament
and start using them at home, also.

5. I want to thank all of you who
worked as judges at the World Tour-
nament. It is a job that is not often
appreciated and where you can never
satisfy everyone, particularly the spec-
tators who are quick to find fault but
last to step in and do the job the way
they want you to do it. [ just want to
say that judging is not an easy job and
that it's impossible to see everything
that goes on out there. All judging
help is appreciated and if you want to
judge at the World Tournament next
year, let me know. That applies to
ladies, also.

6. Finally, it is our intention to restruc-
ture the “Rules Pamphlet” for next
year. Some of the items will be
reworded for better clarity, but the
main thrust is simply to make it a
cleaner, better and more organized
document.

Next year is also the year for pro-
posed rule changes, so to coordinate
the two efforts into one, we will need
to move the deadline for those pro-
posals to Dec. 31, 1992. Send them to
me. This will give us time to incor-
porate them into the new document
and get it printed in Newsline so that
you will have time to study and
discuss it at home with your delegates
before the convention.

Jake's
tirst shoe is a horseshoe previously
worn by a Pacer at the New Jersey
Meadowlands.

And how about Curt Day's frequent
visits. A great guy to talk with!
Despite his many outstanding
achievements in our sport, he is the
essence of modesty. Since he still
enjoys pitching, wouldn't it be great
if he became an entry in the 75th
World Tournament.
